Women Won't Wait seeks to accelerate effective responses to the linkages of violence against all women and girls and the spread of HIV by tracking and, where necessary, calling for changes in the policies, programming and funding streams of national governments and international multilateral and bilateral donor and technical agencies

The national coalition organised a march to the German Embassy with a banner that read: “Make aid work, the world cannot wait”. A meeting was held with the German Ambassador.

At the mobilisation there was a strong gender message due to participation from GCAP members active in the FTF.

c. 17 October

1. International Women´s Tribunals Against Poverty

On October 17th the GCAP Feminist Task Force highlighted the feminization of poverty at several International Women’s Tribunals on Poverty (IWTP).  With 70% of the world’s poor being women, the Tribunals served to inform and present testimony on the conditions of women worldwide, to put pressure on governments and to collect testimony to present to officials on the worsening conditions of women.  

 

The Tribunals originally planned by the FTF were the following:  in North America at the UN in New York for International Day for Rural Women (October 15); in the Middle East in Cairo, Egypt (October 17); in Latin America to highlight International Day for Rural Women and International Day for the Eradication of Poverty (October 17) in Lima, Peru and in India, Asia on October 17.  The last two proceeded as planned. The Tribunal in Egypt will take place on March 14. The one in New York will be a presentation of the findings from the tribunals already held and it will take place coinciding with the CSW on 1 March.
GCAP national coalitions and members were invited to organize their own Women's Tribunal on Poverty and to incorporate them into their October 17th mobilisation activities. We received request for guidelines and/or information on the realisation of tribunals from:

GCAP Europe Secretariat indicated the will to organise IWTP in ten countries. 

We prepared guidelines for the tribunals, including content and methodologies. Each of the Tribunals then adapted these guidelines to their particular cases.
The tribunal in Peru dealt with 4 cases, fully described in the documentation attached (Annex I: Tribunal in Peru). This includes:

5) Reasons for the implementation of ethical-political courts

6) National context in which the court is developed (Spanish)

The Indian Tribunal took place in New Delhi. The results were presented to the Indian president at a meeting that took place on 17th October. A brief note on this meeting is enclosed to this report as well as the main conclusions. (Annex II: Tribunal in India)
In the case of the tribunal in India, a unique intercontinental experience was promoted, supporting the participation of a FTF member from the Gambia, with experience in organising the African Women’s Court Of Shame on December 8th 2005. She shared this experience with the women in India and was enriched by the Indian tribunal. A report of the Gambian experience is also enclosed.

2. Stand Up and Speak Out

The “Stand Up and Speak Out” record attempt took place over 16th and 17th October and was jointly organised by the United Nations Millennium Campaign (UNMC) and the Global Call to Action against Poverty (GCAP) with a wide range of other partners. The challenge saw 43.7 million people standing up against poverty and inequality.  

An online press conference took place on 18 October with former Irish president Mary Robinson, Salil Shetty (UNMC), Kumi Naidoo (GCAP) and Ana Agostino who participated as GCAP Co-Chair and on behalf of the FTF. For further details you can visit: www.standagainstpoverty.org/press/conference
FTF members joined a stand up action at the UN Headquarters in New York, which was led by the United Nations Secretary General, Ban Ki-moon.  This was followed by an activity commemorating the 20th anniversary of the Day that led to the establishment of a UN Day for the Eradication of Poverty. It was organised by the International Movement ATD Fourth World. Ana Agostino, FTF facilitator and GCAP co-chair was one of the presenters. Attached are the programme of the event and the message delivered by Ana Agostino. (Annex 3: 17th October) 
The FTF also organised a reception in New York on Oct. 17th to celebrate the announcement of the new two female co-chairs and achieving gender balance in the chairing of GCAP as well as celebrating the work of the FTF. Representatives from civil society organisations and UN agencies were present at the reception. 

 

In Ontario, Canada, Peggy Antrobus from the FTF, made a presentation at a Stand Up and Speak Out event. Her message is also attached in Annex 3.
In Pakistan, the Balochistan Gender network (FTF member) had a special session on GCAP on 17th October. They translated the mobilization toolkit into Urdu language and delivered a (power point) presentation at four locations, all stand up events. Gender equality video clips were also presented. For next year they are planning to organise a women tribunal in Balochistan. 
In Argentina, FOCO, the focal point for GCAP, organised a stand up action in the capital city, Buenos Aires, and in other Argentine locations. A series of activities took place within the framework of GCAP mobilisation during the months of October/November. One of these activities was the seminar “Gender, Poverty and Social Exclusion: Perspectives and Challenges for the MDGs”, organised by the Foco team Gender, Rights and Equity (member of the FTF). The seminar took place on 27 November and it had as its aim to contribute to the debate on gender equality in relation to various areas such as health, education, employment, rights, media, legislation and environment. It was organised under the understanding that gender and poverty cross-cut all the MDGs and therefore it is important to analyse all these dimensions with a gender perspective. 
In Dominican Republic, members of FTF co-organised with the national coalition a series of activities around 17th October
