FTF – Brief report on activities in May, June 2008
1. FTF structures:

The FTF has incorporated a regular call of its facilitation team the last Wednesday of every month. This has helped to strengthen the work of the team and to provide a better support to the work done by its members at the regional level. 
* Europe: Luisa Cruz Hefti has joined the FTF-Facilitation Team on behalf of this region. 
Originally from Peru, Luisa has joined as interim European representative since she has been based in Switzerland for the past 8 months and can interface with women's NGOs and GCAP Europe in the region. This has been communicated to the Europe Secretariat for coordination purposes.
* Arab Region: at the regional face to face meeting held at the end of May, the Arab Region appointed a second representative to the FTF. Josephine Kamel has represented the region since August 2006 and now the second representative will be a member of the Jordanian coalition.

* Asia: Sharmila Karki has joined the facilitation team from Nepal. 

2. FTF participation in GCAP structures
* Climate Change task force: Marcela Ballara has been representing the FTF at the Climate Change group. She prepared a paper on “Gender and   Climate Change: a discussion paper for GCAP Climate Change Task Force” which was circulated among all facilitation team members and then presented to the task force. 
We had other nominations for the Climate Change task force representing other regions. In the last two months we have been working on the selection but for the time being no other FTF member has joined. 

* Mobilisation task force. Rosa Lizarde is the regular representative at this task force. Lysa John and Marta Benavides from the FTF have also joined. 
3. Food crisis
The representatives of the FTF at the mobilisation task force have been active in the mobilisation around this topic. A request has been sent to all FTF members to contribute with testimonies that could help to highlight the situation of women with regards to the food crisis. Several stories were received and they were utilised by the mobilisation task force for the materials that were prepared.
The petition was broadly circulated in the English and Spanish lists and several members of the FTF signed it. 
4. Financing for Development (FfD)

The FTF is an active member of the Women's Working Group on Financing for Development (WWG). This is a network of women's rights advocates in the Financing for Development (FfD) process, and is coordinated by the core group comprised of the Association for Women's Rights and Development (AWID), Development Alternatives with Women for a New Era (DAWN), Feminist Task Force-Global Call to Action against Poverty (FTF-GCAP), International Trade Union Confederation (ITUC), Women's Environment and Development Organization (WEDO) and Women in Development Europe (WIDE). In the last two months the FTF has been working together with the other members of WWG in the preparation of a Women's Strategy Meeting on FfD that will take place a day before the FfD Civil Society Hearings. This is preparatory to the Follow-up International Conference on Financing for Development (FfD) to review the Implementation of the Monterrey Consensus that will be held from 29 November to 02 December 2008 in Doha, Qatar. The FTF is one of the organisers of the strategic meeting and will have a key role throughout the process. 
At least three members of the FTF will attend the strategic meeting in New York. 

FfD has been identified as one of the priority areas by the facilitation team meeting. 

5. Contribution to e-CIVICUS 

The FTF was requested to send a contribution for the next issue of e-Civicus, which will be a special one for the World Assembly. We sent our contribution that deals with the FfD process from a women’s perspective. 
6. Application to Oxfam Novib

By the end of May, the FTF sent a funding proposal to Oxfam Novib. It includes a three year plan that was agreed upon at the facilitation team meeting that took place in March this year in New York during the CSW. 
7. Launch of maternal mortality campaign from GCAP Philippines
