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1. FTF structure and participation in other GCAP structures:

The FTF continued to have a regular call of its facilitation team the last Wednesday of every month with representation from all regions.  

* The FTF continued to have representation and participated actively at :

- Global Council

- Climate Change task force:
- Mobilisation task force. 
- Global Council Foundation Board: Rosa Lizarde has been nominated by the FTF to be part of this Board. 
2. Food crisis
The idea of a group on food crisis/food sovereignty and gender has been launched in the English and Spanish list serves. The facilitator of this subgroup is currently working on a plan of action for the group. 
3. Financing for Development (FfD)
The FTF is an active member of the Women's Working Group on Financing for Development (WWG). This is a network of women's rights advocates in the Financing for Development (FfD) process, and is coordinated by the core group comprised of the Association for Women's Rights and Development (AWID), Development Alternatives with Women for a New Era (DAWN), Feminist Task Force-Global Call to Action against Poverty (FTF-GCAP), International Trade Union Confederation (ITUC), Women's Environment and Development Organization (WEDO) and Women in Development Europe (WIDE). After taking part in the Women's Strategy Meeting on FfD and the FfD Civil Society Hearings that took place in June in New York, this group issued a document called Key Recommendations of FfDBenchmark. Later we translated the document into Spanish and circulated it broadly for endorsement. 

4. Contribution to CIVICUS 
CIVICUS has requested us to send them examples of successful campaigns on women’s rights, how these campaigns were conceptualised, structured and implemented and the lessons learned from the campaigns.
5. Application to Oxfam Novib

By the end of May, the FTF sent a funding proposal to Oxfam Novib. It includes a three year plan that was agreed upon at the facilitation team meeting that took place in March this year in New York during the CSW. We have not yet received a response. This one is expected for the 19 of August. This has put some pressure on the work done by the FTF during this period as we have continued to operate and plan our main activities for the year without funds. We are hopeful for a positive response.  
6. High Level Event on MDGs

The FTF is quite active in the preparatory process of this event. We have implemented several activities:

· As FTF we have decided to have another poverty tribunal, this time in relation to poverty in the US. The FTF has had several preparatory meetings with Women of Color Policy Network (NYU) - Wagner School Women’s Tribunal on Poverty, which will be co-organising the tribunal.

· Beyond that, there is a group of women, of which the FTF is part, that is coordinating the activities for the mobilisation around the 25 of September, the date on which the HLE is taking place. This group met on the 28 of July and developed a plan for the activities around the HLE. There is another informal coordination meeting tentatively scheduled for August 15th.

· We are also been coordinating with the GCAP mobilisation task force for the various activities between 23 and 26 September. On 23 there will be poverty hearings in the morning and the FTF will have the tribunal in the afternoon, coordinating both activities and sharing resources. 
· The UN MC and the NGO Liason Service (NGLS) have contacted GCAP Asia (SENCA) asking them to nominate two (2) Asia representatives (one man and one woman) for the 6 slots available for CSO participation at the HL meeting. The FTF has been active in the process of identifying the possible woman nominee.  
7. Women tribunals 

- Women´s Tribunals on Peace and security – Arab Region

Josephine Kamel, member of the FTF and representative of the Arab region in the FTF facilitation team has started to coordinate with other women’s organisations in the Arab region a Women’s Tribunal on Peace and security that is planned for September 21

· Women’s Tribunals Guide

We have started to collect the necessary information and inputs to develop a guide that will allow other women’s organisations and others interested in organising similar activities to have the tools for running tribunals. We aim to have this guide ready for October (depending on the funding). 

8. Climate Change
We received an invitation of the Coordinator of the Global Gender and Climate Alliance (GGCA) for two purposes: (i) to join the alliance and (ii) to participate in a meeting entitled Gender, Climate Change Finance, and Social Justice. This meeting is being organized in partnership with the World Bank and the Heinrich Boll Foundation on September 4-5 at the World Bank. We have indicated that Marcela Ballara will be representing us. She is the FTF representative at the GCAP Climate Change group and has written a paper on Gender and Climate Change.

9. Listserves

The two listserves have continued to operate (in Spanish and in English with some translation into French). Several actions have been sent through the lists in search of support. Some examples are:

· support to the Santa Marta statement: Accra Caribbean and Latin American feminist networks met to discuss the implementation of the Paris Declaration and aid effectiveness and issued a statement that was circulated in the list;

· letter to Robert Mugabe prepared by FEMNET

· invitation to get involved in advocacy actions towards CONFINTEA VI prepared by the Gender and Education Office of ICAE
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
