
In reference to 16 Days activism on Violence against Women 

Memorandum Submits to CA Chairperson Subas Nembang
With the coordination of Jagaran Nepal, 24 women rights organizations jointly submitted a four-point memorandum along with more than 300 signatures to the Chairperson of constituent assembly Subas Nembang on November 26, 2008 to put pressure on the government to select a woman as the vice chairperson of the CA and ensure at least 33 percent women's involvement at all state mechanisms including the key positions of the state bodies and different commissions and committees to be set.

Receiving the memorandum and collected signatures, CA chairperson Subas Nembang said that the initiation taken by women rights organizations is really praiseworthy and it has been initiated at the right time as CA members are going to select vice chairperson day after tomorrow. "I am totally committed and alert in ensuring at least 33 percent women's representation in all sectors and I have been regularly consulting and suggesting the political parties to ensure women's participation at all state mechanisms including their respective parties", he further assured.  Similarly, he emphasized the need of civil society, women rights organizations and other social organizations to give regular pressure on the government and state to implement provisions and programs set for women's social, economic, cultural and political participation.

Handing over the memorandum, Sharmila Karki, President of Jagaran Nepal said they have demanded the election of a women as the vice-chairperson of CA and the inclusion of women in all key positions including high level committees formed by the government. "Women should also be included in high-level committee formed for the integration and rehabilitation of PLA combatants", she demanded. 
The four-point memorandum has following demands,

1. Select a woman as the vice chairperson of the CA and ensure at least 33 percent women's in key positions' with responsibility at implementation level.
2. Implement the passed provisions of Jestha 16, 2063 which has ensured at least 33 percent women's participation at all state mechanisms. 
3. Ensure at least 33 percent women's participation at state organs, commissions and different committees at implementation level and fulfill the high level committee for the integration and rehabilitation of PLA combatants and other committees and commissions with women's participation.  

4. Appeal for ensuring women's economic, social, political and cultural rights in constitution to end all forms of violence against women.

Earlier, a press meet was organized at Jagaran Nepal office to let the journalists know about the memorandum and the 16 days activism on violence against women. 

Meanwhile, Jagaran Nepal with the support of UNIFEM-PON, CARE Nepal and RDIF is organizing different programs in relation to 16 Days Campaign on Violence against Women (VAW) with different activities in 35 districts of five regions. Especially the activities are focused on VAW in politics. A campaign has been designed to call for the elimination of all forms of violence against women in politics. In the program, projected activities as Candle Lighting, Sensitization of Different Forms of Violence against Women in Politics, Interaction Program on Violence against Women in Politics, Street Drama, Art Competition, Corner Meeting and Media Mobilization are being scheduled. 
Jagaran has decided to accelerate the 16 days activism against gender violence in politics from November 25 to December 10 via different activities in 35 districts of Nepal in the close coordination with UN Agencies, International, National and local level organizations like UNIFEM, CARE Nepal, Forum for Women Rights Concern (FOWRC), Jagaran Nepal regional and district level offices and different partner organizations of Jagaran Nepal.  
In the evening of first day, candle lighting program was organized followed by corner meeting at International Conventional Centre, New Baneshwor. The participants of this program were CA members, senior members of the political parties, representatives of different organizations, human/ women rights activists, media and the representatives of civil society.
