Feminist Task Force (FTF) – Brief report on activities in Nov / December 2008
1. Food crisis

As a result of the the declaration “Women respond to the Food Crisis: We are part of the Solution”, prepared by the FTF together with Action Aid and widely distributed, we received an invitation to make a presentation at the Gender Commission of the Latin American Parliament that met in Montevideo on 19-21 November.  Ana Agostino made the presentation attached. 
2. Financing for Development (FfD)

Several members of the FTF attended the Civil Society Forum and the official meeting in Doha (Rosa Lizarde, Pam Rajput, Josephine Kamel, Marta Benavídez, Nicole Bidegain, Adelaida Entenza). TO BE COMPLETED BY ROSA and also Josephine and Pam. Just a summary of the main activities of the FTF while in Doha.
3. Poverty hearings

There is going to be a report on the poverty hearings including a guide on how to organize one. Our aim is to have this document ready for the WSF in January 2009. Ben Margolis is leading this process and as FTF we have contributed actively in the preparation of this report and providing inputs for the guidelines that will be part of the document. 
4. 15/17 October

Organisations member of the FTF in Argentina, Peru and Dominican Republic organised activities around the International Day of Rural Women (15 October) and for the Eradication of Poverty (17 October) and produced materials that were circulated among FTF members and beyond. We also provided the names and contacts of these colleagues for media interviews for GCAP in Latin America. 
5. European GCAP Assembly

The FTF participated in this Assembly through Luisa Cruz, member of the FTF facilitation team for Europe. LUISA, PONE ACA LO QUE QUIERAS DESTACAR DE ESA REUNION
6. Presentation by Luisa Cruz – Switzerland

Luisa Cruz also made a presentation of her experience with GCAP in Peru during a photographic exhibition in Switzerland, called “Overcoming the reduction of the MDGs”. 
7. 25 November: International Day of Non-Violence Against Women

The FTF issued a declaration with concrete proposals and circulated it in Spanish and in English. See attachment.

8. WSF

A team has been formed to prepare the participation of GCAP at the WSF. As FTF we are part of this team and Ana will be the focal point while in Belem do Para. GCAP will present two workshops: Women's Tribunals/Poverty Hearing/Dignity Forum and Open forum on Food crisis to Financial crisis: way forward for Civil
society. Members of the FTF will be speakers at both workshops.
9. Listserves

The two listserves have continued to operate (in Spanish and in English with some translation into French). There were several new incorporations in this period.

Through the list serves we circulated call for actions to support the following initiatives: “Towards an Economic System that Works for People and the Planet” that was presented to the G20 that met in November 15; URGENT ACTION: GLOBAL SIGN-ON STATEMENT: the proposed "Global Summit" to reform the international financial system
10. FTF Facilitation team

During this period there was only one telecall due to the Doha meeting. AT this call decisions were taken for the participation of the FTF at the WSF in Belem and future plans of tribunals for 2009.
