· Climate Justice and Women 

These focus areas represent the ones where the FTF organises activities and promotes that other GCAP partners organise their own. This is in line with some of the FTF objectives, namely:

· To ensure that gender equality is a central demand of GCAP for the eradication of poverty

· To ensure that women’s human rights are central to all GCAP activities;

· To ensure that the implementation of GCAP activities, issue of statements and information flow are fully inclusive of women and respect women’s rights;

The FTF has worked since its inception to ensure that gender equality is mainstreamed throughout GCAP and that the Call as a whole takes this as a guiding principle in all its work. It is therefore one of our aims that activities that are informed by these objectives are also organised by other GCAP constituencies. 

Among the main activities of the FTF are the organisation and coordination of women’s tribunals, e-campaigns on the issues highlighted above as GCAP strategies, providing the lead in the GCAP mobilization around the 8th of March, advocacy at the UN, G20 and other bodies on gender equality, financing for development, climate justice, etc. 

3. We identify clearly with GCAP, which includes the signing of these terms of engagement

4. We underwrite the GCAP’s values, which means:

· We work to some part of the strategic plan, specified above

· This includes elements of citizen action.

· We engage across thematic and organizational boundaries.

· We are a growing coalition – and strive for maximum involvement with GCAP Coalitions
(Acknowledging that there are different ‘models’ of coalitions, with a great deal of diversity, all national coalitions and constituency groups adhere to principles of inclusivity and cooperation, which means they all attempt to involve the support of a growing number of organizations and movements.)

· We acknowledge and respect diversity of opinions, accept challenge to our strategies, and try to reach consensus of opinion through a democratic process of discussion and decision-making. 

· We have chosen and planned our activities in decision-making processes with men, women and youths/children affected by poverty and injustice. We are also accountable for the execution of those plans to those same constituencies.

· We have carried out some GCAP activities in the past year, and have shared this information with our own constituencies, as well as with other parts of the GCAP network, through linking and learning activities, and the GCAP annual plan.

· We are transparent and accountable to our own constituencies and to the broader GCAP network in our processes of decision-making, in our content- and financial reporting, and in the sharing of our successes and failures in achieving results, outcomes and impact.

· We engage and cooperate with the regional and global processes in common advocacy efforts, and in regional GCAP organizing. For this we stay in active contact with the Global Council and the Global Secretariat. 

· We engage in sharing and learning activities organized by the GCAP Learning and Accountability Group.
