MDG + 10 Key Points

· Since the statement of the conclusions of the Millennium Summit, feminists’ movements have been critical with the minimalism of the 8 goals that reduced all results of the multiple women, social, human rights and environmental summits, besides the reduction of the work of specific organizations created by the United Nations to follow-up particular problems such as violence against women.

· The multiple crises (food, financial, ecological) that arose as a cascade since 2008 show the dramatic limits of the accumulation model proposed and reinforced by the World Trade Organization, the International Monetary Fund, the G 20, the Paris Club, etc.

· These crises were predictable. Social movements, in their participation at world social forums, were already predicting the crises since 2001. Petroleum economy and fossil energy economy was proving to be destructive, restrictive, excluding and fighter.

· Multiple crises beat women in a way proportionally higher as they represent 70% of the population under poverty.

· Even if multilateral agencies analyze crises in a way similar to social movements, there is a great difference on the recommendations that follow the same trend that has led to produce them, the same economic model, the same paradigm of accumulation, consumption and devastation and the violation of most people rights, mainly women.

· Despite a situation of deep insecurity of the planet system, agencies that take decisions do not consider the civil society as an actor for the dialogue to face solutions, or they take it into account in a symbolic way, without decision power, leaving all decisions to those who protect transnational corporations and financial world interests.

· The active participation of the civil society, mainly of women, must be considered.

· A change of paradigm that abandons the current model of accumulation, consumption and speculation must be considered, and a new one must be conceived, based on real production, small scale enterprise and small scale agriculture, on respect of people, focused on the wellbeing of the majorities and the sense of responsibility as regards ensuring life.

· The realization of human rights into interdependence must be considered.

· The solution to poverty must consider a real political commitment with a viable budget in order to get closer with emphasis to 2015 goals.

· 0.7% must be a basis (as this figure should be surpassed) and an obligation of the States of the Countries from the North by 2015.
