	1)         Minutes of the last meeting & Confirm Draft Agenda


	The minutes of the last meeting were agreed, with the addition of Cecilia to the apologies list. 

It was agreed that the meeting could proceed but that the decisions would not be binding until colleagues from the Africa region had had the chance to consider them as there wasn’t anybody on the call from that region.


	The IFT support team to send the minutes to the Africa representatives and to check if there are any objections to the decisions.



	2)         Update from face to face month of mobilisation task force meeting


	Nerea presented the outcome of the month of mobilization face to face meeting.

After discussion the meeting agreed the following:

-      To thank the mobilization task force for all their good work in the meeting

· That inequality could have been added to the main slogan so that instead of “Stand up against Poverty” it reads “Stand Up against Poverty and Inequality”. However because the IFT meeting on 1st June gave the mobilization task force the final decision it was agreed the decisions of the mobilization meeting would be respected.

· That it would be important to involve the victims of poverty and injustice in the work for the month of mobilization.

· That the feminist task force would be able to assist in some of the outreach work.

· That it was important to provide very clear guidelines to the national and regional coalitions about the need to have specific policy recommendations alongside the messaging

· The IFT considered the request to allow the mobilization task force to run the consultation and make the final decision on the date of the meeting. After considering the options the IFT felt that the mobilization task force should run the consultation on the dates for 2007 actions but that the IFT would make the final decision as the body agreed in Beirut and the group with precise balance between the constituencies of GCAP.

	5)         Update on CIVICUS World Assembly


	Kumi gave an update on the CIVICUS World Assembly. There were many organizations  present who were in GCAP and several meetings were held to discuss particular aspects of GCAP. White Bands were distributed to all delegates.

The closing plenary of the assembly featured GCAP heavily and Salil including it in his remarks as one of the closing speakers at the conference. It also included the video showing actions from all around the world last year.

Campaign letters about Netsanet and Daniel were distributed widely and hundreds of letters from civil society organizations across the world have been sent. Supportive letters were sent to Netsanet and Daniel and letters were sent to the government calling for their release.

	6)         e-communications group update
	Marcio gave an update on the work of the e-communications task force. There was some confusion about whether those on the IFT had received the tender document which had been distributed to the Global Action Forum list earlier. 

It was agreed that it would be sent round again just to make sure. 

The decision on the tender will be made by Oxfam and another representative of the e-communications task force (yet to be decided).

Following a proposal from Christiane - it was agreed that priority needed to be given to the data issue and that the e-communications task force should consider this in their next meeting.
