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The idea for having campaign ambassadors is to develop a role for high profile individuals who wish to support GCAP but who are not part of a supporting organization. GCAP Ambassadors are celebrities, with constituency support, and a public outreach. 

Criteria: 


· Ambassadors nomination should have the support of the coalition of national countries from where the Ambassador is coming from

· Ambassadors will be mobilized for international activity

· Ambassadors should agree on the Beirut declaration
· Ambassadors cannot be serving politicians

· Present GCAP in various public fora, during the month of mobilization

· Uri Avnery, founding member of Gush Shalom (Israeli Peace Bloc). In his teenage years he was an independence fighter in the Irgun (1938-1942), and later a soldier in the Israeli Army. A three-time Knesset member (1965-1973, and 1979-1983), Avnery was the first Israeli to establish contact with the Palestinian Liberation Organization leadership, in 1974. During the war on Lebanon in 1982 he crossed "enemy lines" to be the first Israeli to meet with Yasser Arafat. He has been a journalist since 1947, including 40 years as Editor-in-Chief of the newsmagazine Ha'olam Haze, and is the author of numerous books on the conflict.
