He has initiated or helped to found number of national and international organisations, including the Centre for Communication and Development Studies, Centre for Governance and Budget Accountability, Bodhigram India  and INASIA(Colombo). He has facilitated more than 300 capacity building programme on human rights, advocacy and development wherein around  six thousand activists and development professionals from around fifty countries across the world participated. 
John serves on the Board of number of national and international organisations and serves as an Adviser to the UN Millennium Development Goals Campaign and as member of the Civil Society Advisory Board of the Commonwealth Foundation.  He was a member of the working group on Governance of the Planning Commission of India .He also served as an adviser to many International Organisations , Alliances and UN agencies.  He has been actively involved in number of national and international campaigns for accountable governance, rights of the marginalised communities and trade justice. He is one of the founding members of GCAP (Global Call for Action Against Poverty).

Current position: Director of Instituto del Tercer Mundo (Third World Institute)

Roberto Bissio, from Uruguay, has written as a journalist on development issues since 1975. He is a executive director of the Instituto del Tercer Mundo (Third World Institute), a non-profit research and advocacy organization based in Uruguay. He is in charge of the secretariat of the Social Watch network and edits the yearly Social Watch report, which reflects the input of citizen coalitions in 60 countries monitoring the implementation of international social development commitments.

Bissio is also a member of Third World Network's international committee and of the civil society advisory group to the UNDP administrator. He serves on the board of WEDO (Women’s Environment and Development Organization, based in NY) and of the Montreal International Forum. He is co-chair of the lobby and policy working group of GCAP.

Social Watch

As one of the convenors of the “Development Caucus” during the Social Summit process (1993-95) Roberto helped create “Social Watch” and coordinated this international NGO network since 1995, leading the expansion of its membership from the initial 13 NGOs to a current active presence in about 60 countries.

Founded the first Uruguayan provider of Internet services to the public (“Chasque”) in 1989 and started in 1991 the NGONET project to promote the use of Information and Communication Technologies by Southern NGOs to better participate in international decision-making processes, particularly the Earth Summit (1992) and the Cairo conference on population and development (1994). Contributed to the drafting of the UNDP information disclosure policy (IDP) in 1996 and was appointed as member of its Oversight Panel.

Participated in the Uruguayan student movement since 1968 (elected representative of the architecture students to the government of the University in 1974), in different human rights and Uruguayan solidarity organizations in exile (1975-1984) and was elected president of a housing cooperative in Montevideo (1987-1989)

Ms. Christiane Overkamp is Secretary General of CIDSE, a network of 15 Catholic Development agencies based in Europe and North America who work with partners in Africa, Asia and Latin America. She was a co-founder and chair of the German Jubilee Campaign and played a key role in the preparation of the Human Chain on the occasion of the G7 meeting in Cologne in June 1999.  She was also closely involved in the 1995 World Social Summit that she attended as a NGO member of the German Government Delegation.

Kumi Naidoo is the Secretary General and CEO of CIVICUS: World Alliance for Citizen Participation, an international alliance of civil society organisations dedicated to strengthening citizen participation and civil society worldwide.

He currently serves as the chairperson of the Partnership for Transparency Fund, which supports civil society efforts to eradicate corruption, and is a board member of the Association for Women’s Rights in Development.  

He was appointed by the UN Secretary General to the Panel of Eminent Persons on UN Civil Society Relations.

Ana Agostino was born in Uruguay where she worked for a long time in the development sector, particularly in the area of income generating projects. She went to live for the first time in Africa in 1988 on a South-South Cooperation programme and worked in Kenya and Zimbabwe with religious-based organisations in the area of economic empowerment. She has lived in South Africa for over a decade. In the first post-apartheid years she worked with a rural development organisation where she helped establish the Rural Women’s Initiative in Limpopo, one of the provinces in South Africa with the highest percentage of rural population. One of the aims of the Initiative was to empower rural women.

Ana studied Social Work in Uruguay, did post-graduate studies at the University of Bremen in Germany and holds a PhD in Development Studies from the University of South Africa (UNISA). She has been a Research Fellow at the UNISA Centre for Latin American Studies and at the Department of Development Studies. She has published numerous articles in accredited journals in Spanish, English and Portuguese. Her main area of research is post-development. She has also co-edited two books. Ana has been guest lecturer at the Masters Programme in Social Work at the University of the Republic in Uruguay and has presented seminars and lectures on the topic of post-development in Uruguay and in South Africa. She makes regular presentations with community based organisations in Uruguay.

Ana has worked for many years as a foreign correspondent in Southern Africa for Uruguayan media, covering mainly socio economic and cultural news. She covered all the main UN Conferences that took place in South Africa (HIV/AIDS, Racism, Sustainable Development). She has also written and done translations for the international feminist magazine Lola Press. She is a member of the Editorial Team of Convergence, ICAE’s quarterly, and last year she was the guest editor for a special issue on Education and the MDGs.
