We have now had a chance to consider all applications for funding from national coalitions and regional teams for 2006.

Across Rounds 1 & 2 we have fully or part funded a total of 72 national coalitions and regional teams.

We have also funded a range of ‘global’ work that is designed to provide support to national and regional GCAP activity

In total, we have allocated around $4.3 million in 2006. 

Of this total, approximately 61% is at a national level, 17% regional and 22% global. On the next page you will find a summary of the way these figures break down.

We will meet in a couple of months’ time to discuss the process for 2007 

Decisions have been taken according to the criteria set by the Funders Group in March, including the quality of the proposal, the link to the Beirut mandate and activities planned for the Month of Mobilisation.

All Round 1 applicants have been informed of the Funders Group decisions and most of the money has been transferred. 

We are about to inform all Round 2 applicants of the Funders Group decisions. Many of the applicants have already been informed and about half of the money has already been transferred.

Currently, 18 coalitions have not been given any grants from the funders. We have decided to re-consider these proposals, although it is unlikely that we will be able to fund many of them. 

We are still considering some global costs, including funding for an IFT meeting in November/December and a national coalition meeting at WSF in January. We hope to make these decisions by the end of next week and would like the IFT to be ready to discuss the implications of funding shortfalls for these costs.
