Launch has been scheduled to take place on the 16th of September. To raise community awareness and mobilize community members to wear white bands, campaigners will walk from estate to estate sensitizing the communities. Two walks will take place, one in Homabay, Lake Victoria and the other in Laikipia.. The climax in human chains round strategic offices.

The following campaign activities will be undertaken in each week at two levels- the national (macro) and the local (micro) levels. 

a. Public debates. At the national level a policy forums will address GCAP campaign issue of the week at the macro level. Nine satellite public debates will simultaneously take place in each of the provinces. At these local levels, real issues affecting the masses will be discussed by the people affected. Local sites will be selected on the basis of areas most affected by given GCAP theme. Local debates on trade for example will be held in areas within each province affected by unfair trade and will address the real trade issues in that specific area. The lake region could for example address trade in fish while the Eastern province could talk about trade in animal products. 

b. Open forums. Open forms consisting of display, dialogue and entertainment tents will be set up in the provincial headquarters during the December 12th Jamhuri day cerebrations. Visitors to the forums will sign petitions 

c. Press conferences and releases will be organized at both the national and local levels. Eminent persons will be lobbied at the national and local levels to read GCAP statements  

d. Talk show- As part of the activities that will take place in the cause of the week, a media campaign involving talk shows and debates will be aired in the television.

GCAP Southern Nigeria plans to engage members of parliaments, political parties including the emerging ones, women, children, youths, the disabled apex organizations, trade unions, journalists and other excluded groups to a 2/3day seminar to engage in formulating poverty reduction strategies that will have influence in policy-making process of government, thus making government work for the poor and achieving the MDGs.
Throughout the Month of Action we will use the local media to promote Vote for Trade Justice:

- Ask our local paper to publish a cut out version of the ballot slip. 

- Ask them to hold a poll on the local radio station to host a phone-in on a show 

- Compile a list of our local media: radio, TV, newspapers. Contact them to find out the details email / fax of their news desk and / or editors, so we can send in our press release.

- And ask journalists to focus on local celebrities, public figures, and individual campaigners to extract messages of support a photo of them to insert in an article about our event

- Plan a photo stunt on what will make the best photo opportunity for local media.

- Write a press release two or three weeks before the event, then fax or email it out.

We will email Peter Mandelson, and copy Tony Blair, that he does not have the support of EU citizens when he continues to push a European position in the talks that will not bring trade justice

4. Press Briefing for the Fax Action to the IMFC on September 13. A Press Briefing will also happen to highlight policy positions of GCAP – Philippines and GCAP South East, North and Central Asia regarding the IFIs. The fax action to the IMFC will be the photo stunt of the activity.

5. Photo Stunt on 14 September. A 100-person contingent from GCAP-Philippines will stage a mobilization in front of the World Bank office. Gagged participants will dramatize the voiceless people from the South in the decision-making process of the IMF-WB. A Summons will be hand carried to the WB representatives notifying them that the WB along with the IMF will be charged in a Poverty and Debt  Tribunal. Highlighted in the summon are the two Philippine case studies, one on debt and privatization of basic social services with focus on education and the other on corporate debt bail-out, that will be presented in Battam. 

6. GCAP-Phils. Participation in the Poverty and Debt Tribunal. FDC and E-Net are the witnesses that will present the two case studies mentioned above.

On September 6, 2006, 6 years after the opening session of the United Nations Millennium Summit during which world leaders adopted the “United Nations Millennium Declaration”, hundreds of unemployed workers from all over the West Bank demonstrated in Ramallah and Al-Bireh in response to the call from the National Coalition for the Global Call for Action against Poverty – Palestine, the Democracy and Workers’ Rights Center in Palestine & the Unemployed Workers’ Committees Federation to Stand Up Against Poverty. 

The demonstration, which marks the launch of the Palestine campaign ahead of the international mobilization month, was preceded by an opening ceremony during which addresses were made by the Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas through his spokesman Mr. Saleh Rafat - General Secretary of Feda, the Minister of Labor, Mr. Mohammed Barghouthi, a representative of the National and Islamic forces and PLC member, Mr. Queis Abdel Karim, a representative of the Democracy and Workers’ Rights Center and a representative of the Unemployed Workers’ Committees Federation, Mr. Mufid Hassan Abu Baker. 
Because of the on-going Israeli military occupation and the lack of control over water, natural resources and borders, Palestinians have not been able to engage in a development process. While other countries might be progressing towards the achievement of the Millennium Development Goals since 2000, we have been witnessing a serious setback due to the siege and closures, Apartheid Wall, occupation policies and military operations of the Israeli Occupying Power and more recently due to the financial boycott of the Palestinian Authority by Israel and most foreign donor countries. 
Nowadays, seven Palestinian families out of ten are living under the poverty line - the poverty rate reached 65.8% during the second quarter of 2006- and there are 197,000 unemployed workers in the West Bank and Gaza Strip. 49% have been unemployed for more than a year and 32% for more than 2 years. In the absence of institutionalized protection from unemployment, the unemployed have no income at all while they have little or no hope to find jobs. Moreover, the incapacity of the Palestinian Authority to pay the monthly salaries of its 154,000 employees for the past 6 months has affected 51.6% of the Palestinian families. 

The demonstrators called for an immediate resumption of full financial assistance to the Palestinian Authority and the Palestinian people and asked the Palestinian Authority to ensure their right to work and protection from unemployment. 

On Ramallah’s central square, they created a human chain to symbolize that we need to overcome our differences and work together, people and national decision-makers, with the support of the international community in order to fight poverty and unemployment in the Palestinian territories.
