Criteria for Attending Global GCAP Constituency and National Coalitions’ Meeting in Montevideo, Uruguay, May 3-5, 2007
1. Principles:
· The meeting will have wide participation and be a representative meeting.

· The overall participation list must ensure an appropriate diversity, gender and geographical balance, for example it should not be full of people from the host country or region.

· No one should be excluded because of a lack of resources. If they are eligible but do not have enough resources then the cost should be provided; however a minimum 100 USD delegate registration fee will be applied.  In addition, given the large size of the meeting, we encourage all delegates to cover as much of their travel expenses as possible and contribute to the solidarity fund for the meeting costs.  

· If they are not eligible they should not attend whether they pay for themselves or not.
· The overall number of places needs to be limited rather than the number of supported places being limited (otherwise this will bias northern and resource rich organisations). 
· If there is an over demand for the meeting, the limits below shall be used.
· There will be simultaneous translation in English, Spanish and French.  Regretfully, due to the high cost, other language needs will be on a voluntary solidarity basis.

Each national coalition of GCAP is allowed to send one person. This person should be nominated by all members of the national coalition, preferably following an open meeting to which all national members are invited.  This person should represent the interests of the national coalition.  If needed the travel and accommodation costs will be provided, however a 100 USD registration fee will apply.  If the country has a population of over 100m people an extra place will be available.

	Regional Representation

Each region will also be allowed to send up to three people. If needed the travel and accommodation costs will be provided and the 100 USD registration fee will apply.

Two/three nominations per working group are allowed to attend the meeting (Mobilisation, e-Communications, Funders’ group, G8, Youth, and Feminist Task Force).
