We are writing to you on behalf of the national coalition of the Global Call to Action Against Poverty (GCAP), a global alliance of civil society organizations fighting to end poverty and inequality across the world.

As with the rest of the world, we are deeply shocked by the disaster affecting Haiti, where an event such as this is exacerbated by extreme poverty, poor infrastructure, in particular in terms of its democratic institutions and in the context of the military occupation by international peacekeeping forces. 

For this reason, we urge you first, to provide the necessary measures for our country to immediately dispatch humanitarian aid to Haiti, mainly in the form of staff trained in rescue and physicians specializing in trauma and fractures, as well as temporary hospitals.  

Secondly, it is imperative that our country supports the proposal of the UN Secretary General to establish a Global Fund for Haiti and make a significant contribution to it. This fund should have a figure similar to the Marshall Plan, which allowed the reconstruction of European countries after the Second World War.

We also believe it is important to monitor the status of the distribution of funds, ensuring the participation of local and international NGOs in Haiti.

We as national GCAP coalitions will be working to organise fundraising campaigns and solidarity to come to the aid of those affected. We look forward to hearing about the steps you are taking to help alleviate some of the enormous tragedy faced by the Haitian people.
