	Celita Eccher (ICAE General Secretary) participated on behalf of ICAE in the Global Campaign for Education's 3rd World Assembly. Other members of ICAE Executive Council in attendance were Maria Khan, General Secretary of ASPBAE, Pedro Pontual, President of CEAAL and Sergio Haddad, Director of Acao Educativa. REPEM, regional member, also attended. ICAE had as a strategy to ensure that the Global Campaign would take adult education as a central theme in its work, and the assembly decided that this will be the main topic for next year global action week. 

The theme for the Assembly was: 'Education at the Crossroads: Time for Action Now'. The work agenda included a global overview of the state of EFA midway to 2015, the new action strategies plan including the Global Action Week 2008 strategies that will seek to call the G-8 attention, as well as a presentation of the Special Rapporteur on the Right to Education (United Nations), Vernor Muñoz, on the situation of the right to education in the world. 

Among the motions approved by the assembly, it is worth highlighting the one on youth and adult literacy and lifelong learning, that in its last paragraphs (transcribed below) includes two important decisions regarding the Sixth International Conference on Adult Education (CONFINTEA VI): 

“18. The GCE should monitor the progress of CONFINTEA VI at the national, regional and global levels to ensure that the political positions do not slide back from the advances made in the CONFINTEA V meeting which took place in Hamburg in 1997. 
19. The central theme of Global Action Week in April 2009, should be Youth and adult education taking into account that CONFINTEA VI in Brazil would be soon afterwards.” 

Attached is the programme of the Assembly.

ICAE, jointly with the Popular Education Network of Women from Latin America and the Caribbean (REPEM) have been working in the organization of the Global Action Week in Uruguay, since 2003 and for six consecutive years.  Great number of organizations and activists join the campaign every year, in the capital and in the interior of the country where it has been extended during the last years.

This year the theme was: “Quality Education for All: End Exclusion Now!” considering the millions of people who lack access to quality education for different reasons: disability, poverty, race, gender, age, conflict, geographical location, etc.

A strategy to sensitize politicians, national authorities, members of parliament, ministers, local governors, mayors, writers, artists and other renowned people in the education area, was planned for this year, through the massive posting of e-cards containing the different demands for a quality education to end exclusion

Thousands of people and organizations enthusiastically joined the campaign with interesting and creative proposals - apart from sending the cards - through the creation of dossiers, organization of workshops, “back to school” events with the participation of local and education authorities, as well as didactic activities held to celebrate the Global Action Week. All these actions were accompanied by different forms of media coverage. See report attached.

ICAE had no active participation in 2008. 
The Swiss Federation for Adult Learning (SVEB) – member of ICAE- organised this fifth 
adult learners week between the 4th and 14th of September under the slogan: Gut zu Wissen-Good to know- En savoir plus. 22 cantons or states, out of 26, were involved in more than 1.200 activities. It was attended by ICAE President, Paul Belanger. 
ICAE is co-organising an International Civil Society Forum aimed at strengthening the adult education movement and debating key issues that civil society will take to CONFINTEA VI. It will take place two days before the Conference (on May 17, 18) and hundreds of participants from around the world are expected. It has already generated a very good reception at global and regional level, to such extent that an organising committee has already been formed and is operating in Sao Paulo, Brazil, with participation from Brazilian, Latin American and global organisations. The members are: ICAE, Latin American Campaign for the Right to Education (CLADE), Latin American Council for Adult Education (CEAAL), Acao Educativa, National Campaign for the Right to Education of Brazil, FÓRUM MOVA (Movement of Young and Adult Literacy),  Paulo Freire Institute,  Brazil’s Workers’ Central Union (CUT), Brazil's Landless Rural Workers' Movement (MST), REPEM (Network of Popular Education among Women from Latin America and the Caribbean), National Confederation of Agricultural Workers (CONTAG). ICAE and members of this committee have met with the Ministries of Education, Women and Racial Equality in Brazil. The Brazilian government has committed itself through the Ministry of Education to contribute funds for the logistical aspect of the Civil Society Forum. 

Sergio Haddad, member of ICAE Executive Council from Brazil and Marcela Mazzei from the ICAE Secretariat have attended the meetings of the organising committee that met in four opportunities in Sao Paulo. This committee has prepared a charter of principles, has written invitations and circulated them broadly, is currently preparing the programme, designing a web page and preparing its participation at the WSF. ICAE hired a person to facilitate the process and to handle logistic aspects of the FISC. She is working in Brazil  with the support of ICAE.
This committee was formed by the Latin American Campaign for the Right to Education (CLADE) and three of ICAE members: the Latin American Council for Adult Education (CEAAL), the Popular Education Network of Women from Latin America and the Caribbean (REPEM) and the Caribbean Regional Council for Adult Education (CARCAE) with the support of ICAE and the German Association for Adult Education (DVV). The idea emerged in parallel meetings during the GCE World Assembly and the team started working towards CONFINTEA VI. A letter was sent to UIL informing about the formation of this committee. The letter is attached.  
The committee was a precedent to the commission currently working in the preparation of the FISC.
The objective of this event was to take stock of education and training throughout life, twelve years after the Delors report of April 1996 "Education, the Treasure Within". It looked at advances in the systems of education, training and learning throughout life in all its forms, as well as the innovative practices developed in all parts of the world. It also analyzed the multiple effects of globalization on education and training throughout life, and set up common perspectives.  The 1st World Forum for lifelong learning was organized by The World Committee for Lifelong Learning (CMEF) in association with: The Center for the development of information on training (Centre-INFFO); The Regional Council of ILE DE FRANCE; UNESCO.
Paul Belanger (ICAE President) participated on behalf of ICAE and made a presentation at the panel: « Outcome of the 1st World Forum On Lifelong Learning ».

The International Conference on Education (ICE) is a major international forum for education policy dialogue among Ministers of Education and other stakeholders (researchers, intergovernmental organisations and civil society representatives, practitioners). 

The theme of the 48th session of the ICE was “Inclusive Education: the Way of the Future”

Sturla Bjerkaker, member of ICAE Executive Council attended this conference on behalf of ICAE.

ICAE took this date as an opportunity to promote activities where the right to education could be highlighted. Efforts were made to coordinate with the Division for Human Rights in Uruguay and the UNDP in order to coordinate the activities in the framework of the 60th Anniversary of the Universal Declaration of Human Rights. 

ICAE also wrote to all its members asking if they were planning specific activities and sent them the response from Niace to encourage the organisation of similar activities. On 10th December NIACE launched a campaign for civil society actors to offer survival English to asylum seekers in Britain.

	At its Executive Council meeting in November 2007 ICAE decided to contribute towards the debate during CONFINTEA in several themes in relation to youth and adult education and mainstreamed by a gender approach: (i) literacy; (ii) migration; (iii) poverty, education and work; (iv) policy, legislation and financing.  Four papers were prepared for each of these themes by experts within the Executive Council and the Secretariat. These papers were debated upon at a virtual seminar that was run by the Secretariat in three languages from 21 April to 09 May 2008. Following this seminar a face to face one took place in Leicester, England, on 23 and 24 May 2008 with participation of the Executive Council and other members and partners of ICAE with expertise in these areas. As a result of this face to face seminar a decision was taken to integrate all these inputs into one document that has already been compiled and it has been translated from English into three languages (Spanish, French and Portuguese). The document is called “CONFINTEA VI, Key Issues at Stake, International Council for Adult Education (ICAE) Public Paper”. It was also debated at the GEO meeting in order to incorporate a gender dimension that contemplates the multiple intersections with various forms of discrimination. This document is going to be a key instrument for political influence at CONFINTEA VI and it has been widely disseminated at the different Regional Preparatory Conferences that have taken place towards CONFINTEA VI. The document is attached.

	ICAE was present at this third meeting though its president, Paul Belanger, Maria Khan from ASPBAE and Heribert Hinzen from DVV and EAEA. All of them are members of ICAE Executive Council.  

The CONFINTEA VI Consultative Group serves as an advisory committee to give guidance on a wide range of aspects concerning the preparation of CONFINTEA VI. Its members represent UNESCO Member States, UN Agencies, development agencies, inter-governmental bodies, international or regional non-governmental organizations, academics, the CONFINTEA VI host country and UNESCO (Headquarters, Regional Bureau and UIL). The first two meetings took place in March and November 2007. 
The objective of the third meeting was to review overall progress in the preparations for CONFINTEA VI. In particular, the meeting was devoted to assessing and providing advice on the different strands of the CONFINTEA VI reporting process, namely: the number and quality of national reports, the sources and production of the five regional synthesis reports, and the structure and methodology of the Global Report on Adult Learning and Education (GRALE). The second major concern of the meeting was to further and enrich the programmes of the CONFINTEA VI Regional Preparatory Conferences, while also looking into the preliminary programme elements of the CONFINTEA VI global conference.

	Participants at that meeting in Maputo as well as at the meeting held in Dakar in March 2008 contributed to the elaboration of an African civil society position on Adult Education. This was reflected in the “African Platform for Adult Education: Civil Society Report. Forging Partnerships Towards a Renewed Vision of Adult Education in Africa”, which was a key input at the regional CONFINTEA African conference.

	The main objective of the workshop was “to provide advocacy tools for citizens' watch with a view to CONFINTEA VI”. 

The workshop was organised for ICAE national members, members of our Gender and Education Office and graduates of ICAE Academy of Lifelong Learning Advocacy (IALLA) from countries of West and Central Africa plus special invitees from Senegal. 

It was attended by 50 activists from the following countries: Angola, Benin, Cameroon, Ivory Coast, Gambia, Ghana, Guinea Conakry, Mali, Mauritania, Nigeria, Senegal, Sierra Leone, Togo and Uganda. It was a space for mutual learning and exchange. ICAE presented a series of advocacy tools and the organisations worked on how to integrate these tools to their own work. An evaluation form was handed in to all participants who in general evaluated the activity very positively.

	The meetings took place in the second half of the year and during the first semester ICAE did advocacy to ensure participation of civil society in the preparation of the national reports that are an input into the debate at the regional conferences.

ICAE members presented elaborated documents in the regional conferences that contributed to the outcomes. In some cases they were also part of the drafting commissions that worked on the final documents. ICAE also promoted the integration of civil society into national delegations with positive results. Examples are the delegations of Brazil (Sergio Haddad, Acao Educativa and member of ICAE Executive Council), England (Alan Tucket, director of NIACE and Treasurer of ICAE), Germany (Heribert Hinzen, Director of dvv International and member of ICAE Executive Council), Norway (Sturla Bjerkaker, Director of VOFO and member of ICAE Executive Council), Uruguay (Celita Eccher, Secretary General of ICAE), among others. 

The following regional conferences took place in 2008:

· Regional Preparatory Conference for 
Latin America & the Caribbean: "From Literacy to Lifelong Learning: “Towards the Challenges of the 21st Century", 10 - 13 September 2008, Mexico City (Mexico). 

 ICAE was present through its general secretary (Celita Eccher), members of the ICAE Executive Council (Sergio Haddad, Pedro Pontual, and Kay Anderson) and other ICAE and GEO members.
The conference was attended by official delegation, youth and adult education specialists, representatives from multilateral bodies and non-governmental organisations from 30 countries. 

The final document incorporate an analysis of the regional contexts, recognises the challenges and progress made on the basis of which strategies and recommendations were formulated in 13 points.

· Preparatory Conference for Asia and 
the Pacific: "Adult Learning for Equity and Inclusion in a Context of Mobility and Competition", Seoul, Korea, 6-8 October 2008
ICAE members were very active at the regional conference and at the preparatory process. There was a series of events organised by ASPBAE to strategise on how to enhance CSO input in the CONFINTEA processes: National Consultations of CSOs for CONFINTEA 6 were organised in Pakistan and India in June and September 2008; A Regional CSO Strategizing Workshop for Adult Education Advocacy, ‘Charting the Civil Society Road Map to CONFINTEA 6’ was organised in July 15-17, 2008 in Khandala, India and a CSO Pre-meeting on November 5 preceding the Asia Pacific CONFINTEA PrepCom. This meeting was led by ASPBAE which aimed to (a) orient/update on the conference (b) agree or common lobbying points for the Conference (c) map out space/opportunities for lobbying during the event and agree on CSO lobbying strategies and (d) define modes of CSO coordination during the event. This meeting was attended by Adama Ouane, Director of UIL, and CSOs delegations including GEO-ICAE.At the Seoul Conference itself, the Outcomes Document which outlines the key policy recommendations of this inter-governmental meeting incorporated many of the lobbying points of ASPBAE and its CSO partners. 

· Regional Preparatory Conference for 
Africa: “The Power of Youth and Adult Learning for Africa’s Development” Nairobi, Kenya, 5 – 7 November 2008

Members of the ICAE Executive Council from the region were present, as well as GEO members and IALLA graduates. A IALLA graduate and GEO member was chosen to make a presentation on behalf of the African Civil Society Platform. There was also a meeting of the African Civil Society Platform Forum (November 3-4, 2008) preparatory to the official regional Africa meeting. In both events ICAE members played an active role in the facilitation of the Civil Society Platform meeting, in the preparation of its input document towards the regional conference and in the coordination among the African civil society networks.  Attached is the report written by the ICAE members attending on behalf of the Council. Two pictures are also attached.

· Regional Preparatory conference for 
Europe, North-America and Israel "Adult Learning for Equity and Inclusion in a Context of Mobility and Competition" 3 -5 December 2008, Budapest, Hungary

Several members of ICAE Executive Council were present at the European regional conference –some of them as part of the official delegations- as well as GEO members. The conference was attended by 221 registered participants.

ICAE created and coordinates a CONFINTEA list where all information of the preparatory process towards the Conference is being shared. There are over a tthousand members in this list including ICAE members, other civil society organisations as well as UNESCO.  

It was through the CONFINTEA list and other means that members were encouraged to take part in the preparation of their national reports. 

We have received information about national reports from these countries:

AFRICA: 11 countries (Uganda, Senegal, Mozambique, Zambia, Benin, South Africa, Gambia, Kenya, Tanzania, Lesotho, Nigeria); ASIA and SOUTH PACIFIC:  6 countries ( Vietnam, Japan, New Zealand, Pakistan, Philippines, Australian); CARIBBEAN and CENTRAL AMERICA: 2 countries (El Salvador , Jamaica); EUROPE: 7 countries (Israel, Norway, Denmark, UK, Finland, Germany, Sweeden); NORTH AMERICA: 1 country (U.S.A); LATIN AMERICA:  4 countries (Brazil, Bolivia, Colombia, Uruguay)
In Uruguay ICAE had the opportunity to join, as par of civil society, the National Preparatory Committee for CONFINTEA VI, created under the President's decree, and formed by other institutions and organizations, apart from ICAE, and led by the Ministry of Education and Culture.

ICAE was given the specific task to prepare mapping of the on civil society organizations that are developing specific contributions in relation to education experiences for youth and adults. This was included in the national report. ICAE takes part in fortnightly meetings and during the first months of the year the report was debated in those meetings. After the report was sent the Committee organised a seminar preparatory to the participation of Uruguay at the regional conference that took place in Mexico in September. At this seminar the national report was put for discussion with several governments and non governmental organisations involved in adult education. 

It was organized by the Uruguay National Preparatory Committee for CONFINTEA VI (that included ICAE as full member of the Committee), in the framework of the preparatory activities towards the Regional Conference for Latin America and the Caribbean. The aims were: to present the national report prepared by the committee; present the main themes being debated at national and international level on  youth and adult education; and present proposals to the committee for the regional forum in September. Celita Echer, Cecilia Fernandez and Graciela Riquelme attended on behalf of ICAE.

ASPBAE, regional member of ICAE in Asia, organised this Asia Pacific CSO Strategizing Workshop for Adult Education Advocacy. ASPBAE is the platform for mobilisation for CONFINTEA in the region and through this meeting its aim was to help the organisations to strategise for CONFINTEA and beyond and to look at their specific response to the regional conference. A substantial set of policy recommendations were identified at the workshop as well as the main CSO policy targets for CONFINTEA VI. 

ICAE funded the participation of two IALLA graduates from the region, one from Pakistan and one from the Philippines providing an opportunity to these graduates to get involved in advocacy actions in their own regions and also for them to share their experience with other organisations active in the regional network.

	ICAE joined the commission in 2005 and was part of it throughout 2006, 2007, 2008  

This seminar was organised as part of the work done in the commission for non formal adult education. 

The purpose of this seminar was to create a field where to present the experiences carried out by public and private institutes at national level; to visualize educational aspects inside these experiences; and to spot the expectations of the different actors involved. About 200 people attended this call and more than 25 very different experiences on non formal education were presented at the 6 working groups: Education and Social Policies; Education and Work; Education, Health and Environment, Education and Art; Education, Science, Culture and Human Rights; and a meeting on the Articulation between formal and non formal education to close. 

ICAE was one of the organizing institutions, together with the Ministry of Education and Culture, Ministry of Work and Social Security, Ministry of Development, Youth Institute (INJU), Centre of Training and Studies (CENFORES), High Institute of Physical Education (ISEF), the National Administration of Public Education (ANEP), the University of Work of Uruguay (UTU), the Workers Trade Union Plenary-National Convention of Workers (PIT-CNT), REPEM,  Association of Training Entities (ADECA) and the Anglican Church.

Jose Rivero, from Peru is an experienced adult educator who was invited by the Ministry of Education in Uruguay to analyse the adult education experiences taking place in the country. ICAE provided support for this activity

The objective of the Festival was to promote the importance of lifelong learning as a means to reach human development with equal opportunities, in a democratic society, understanding education as a fundamental human right. It aimed at providing the opportunity for different youth and adult education experiences to be presented and shared though theatre, dance, music, audiovisual materials, etc. 

This activity took place in the framework of the policy of education for all throughout life from the Ministry of Education and Culture in Uruguay, and as part of the activities developed by the Non Formal Education Commission.  The idea of the Adult Learners’ Festival was brought to this Commission by ICAE and REPEM.  

ICAE was part of the organising commission and also made a presentation, together with REPEM, under the title “Women creating knowledge”

	The writing of GRALE is one of the preparatory steps for CONFINTEA VI.

Sergio Haddad, member of ICAE Executive Council, attended the Global Report on Adult Learning and Education (GRALE) meeting. The main objective was to discuss how to elaborate and define a working chronogram. GRALE will serve as a reference document, an accountability report and also an advocacy paper which unites trends and key issues and highlights the key role and impact of adult learning and education in today’s world.  GRALE Team is composed of lead editors, writers for chapter, writers for regional synthesis report, and peer reviewers.  

	* Meeting of the African Platform

29th March, Dakar


	ICAE organised a meeting that allowed for an encounter of the several African education networks that up to that moment had been working without coordination. The meeting resulted in the creation of the African Platform towards CONFINTEA VI formed by PALAAE, FEMNET, PAMOJA and ANCEFA.

The aim of this Platform is “to establish an African civil society network capable of taking part in or influencing decisions concerning preoccupations and challenges in the literacy and adult education domain, with a vision of quality services for everyone”. 
The four parties have agreed to work together in creating a Platform of Adult Education and Literacy in Africa in order to give a unified voice to the concerns of all participating organisations facing the future challenges at regional and international level. They developed an advocacy plan for the regional conference that took place in November in Nairobi, Kenya as well as for CONFINTEA. The platform worked on following up the process of national reports and promoting the participation of other civil society organisations in the process and it prepared a key document for the Nairobi meeting called “African Platform for Adult Education: Civil Society Report. Forging Partnerships Towards a Renewed Vision of Adult Education in Africa”. This document was a key input at the regional CONFINTEA African conference.

	Latin American Regional Meeting on Education in Prison
Brasilia, 27 and 28 March, 2008


	The meeting was organised by UNESCO/ Brazil, Ministry of Education, Ministry of Justice and the Organization of Iberoamerican States (OEI). The objectives were to present the regional scene of education in prisons, to exchange experiences between participants, making UN agencies aware and getting them involved, and preparing recommendations for CONFINTEA VI, among others. It waas attended by participants from 16 countries of Latin America and Europe. Adelaida Entenza participated on behalf of ICAE. This meeting was one of the five regional meetings that will precede the International Conference on Education in Prison  -CIEP (20  24 October 2008, Brussels)-, organized by the French Community of Wallonia  Brussels (Belgium) and the UNESCO Institute for Lifelong Learning, UIL.  Participants made numerous recommendations on the issue of education in prisons within the perspective of lifelong education and learning of young and adult people after debating on the regional reality on education in prison and exchanging experiences and good practices. 	ICAE is a founder member of GCAP, member of the Global Council and coordinator of the Feminist Task Force (FTF). It was also one of the three co-chairs of GCAP until the end of March 2008. 

GCAP has finalised its transition phase moving from an International Facilitation Team to a Global Council as its coordinating body. This was a process of over a year in which Ana Agostino, as a member of the IFT and from August 2007 to March 2008 one of the three Co-chairs of GCAP, was actively involved. Being co-Chair of GCAP implied a regular involvement in all the organisational management issues regarding the IFT and other mechanisms within GCAP, fortnightly meetings of the co-chairs, facilitation of IFT calls, close follow-up to all GCAP policy debates and activities and close coordination with the IFT Support Team. She was elected to be part of the new Global Council. 

Some of the activities implemented as member of the Global Council were:

- Monthly teleconferences

- Active participation at the GCAP global evaluation (undertaken by an external evaluator who had interviews with focus groups able to provide qualified information.  Ana Agostino was interviewed twice as facilitator of the FTF).

- Poverty Hearings/Women’s Tribunals were co-organised by GCAP and the Feminist Task Force in the framework of the High Level Event on the MDGs that took place at the UN in New York, in September. 

The aim of the hearing was to ensure that the voices of those living in poverty could reach the HLE and to present testimony on the lack of achievement of the MDGs. Three cases were presented: Poverty and Hunger; Addressing Education; and Environmental Sustainability. Each of them had witnesses who presented testimonies from their national and local realities and an expert witness who provided an overall informed view on the topic. 
ICAE contributed to the event sending Raquel Castillo, from ASPBAE, as expert witness on Addressing education. In her presentation, which she made on behalf of ASPBAE and ICAE,  Castillo said that Youth and Adult literacy are nowhere in the MDG targets and indicators and made a strong call to include Youth and Adult illiteracy rates among the indicators tracked under MDG1 on halving poverty. She made a reference to the situation of funding for education and presented the demand of 6% of education budgets to adult education, of which 3% should go to adult literacy.

- In My Name is an initiative from international aid organisations (Oxfam, Save the Children and Comic Relief) as members of the Global Call to Action Against Poverty (GCAP) which offers people a way to take personal responsibility for holding their leaders to account through interactive online action. It was launched within the framework of the HLE in New York on 25 September, when a special song prepared for the mobilisation was first sang by famous performers. It counted with the support of youtube which made several videos. Ana Agostino was one of the people asked to present her demands to world leaders, and she highlighted the need to invest on the education of women and girls. Link:

- In the framework of the HLE, GCAP together with Stakeholder Forum and Peace Child International convened a meeting called Beyond 2015. It had the aim “to kick start a conversation on how civil society organisations and networks working on development, human rights, and the environment will work together to map out the key priorities for people and the planet beyond 2015”.  To do this, during the preparatory process the organisers asked for think pieces to start identifying some of the key themes and issues that should inform the Beyond 2015 agenda. Ana Agostino contributed with one of these pieces. Around 40 people attended the meeting including senior representatives of the faith movement, indigenous peoples, INGOs, civil society organisations, social movements, networks, and others from a variety of sectors, including the education sector.

- ICAE representative at the Global Council has been named the focal point for the GCAP participation at the World Social Forum (FSM) to take place in January 2009. Two workshops are being prepared in cooperation between GCAP and the FTF:  "Women's tribunals / Poverty Audience / Dignity Forum" and "From Crisis to Crisis; Food, Fuel, Finance and the Road Ahead" 

- Climate Change Task Force:

The FTF is represented in this task force through one of its members, who is also a member of GEO, the Gender and Education Office of ICAE. Marcela Ballara has been an active member of the facilitation team of the FTF and has worked actively in the Climate Change Task Force since the beginning of this year, developing a paper that links climate change with gender. 

	* Lead the coordination of the work of the Feminist Task Force - FTF, coordinating the GCAP women and "GCAP mujeres" lists. 

The coordination of the FTF implied an active role in a series of activities throughout the year. They included:

1. Regular coordination of the two list servers in Spanish and in English and of the FTF Facilitation Team list server.

2. Organisation of the event where the results and demands from International Women´s Tribunals Against Poverty (which took place in Peru. India and Egypt) were presented. This took place within the framework of the CSW (UN Commission on the Status of Women).

3. Preparation and facilitation of the FTF facilitation team face to face meeting that took place in New York on 1, 2 March.

4. Global Mobilisation of the whole of GCAP on 8 of March.

	1. There are approximately 150 members in each of these lists. The list-serves are an important instrument to circulate all GCAP information, promote debate and take decisions as a task force. In this way, very important issues of GCAP that required decisions from its constituencies were debated upon, suggestions made, and decisions taken. The lists also are a space where information on poverty and gender issues is shared, papers and research distributed, calls for actions in support of related issues made available and support for campaigns agreed upon. As a result of the incorporation of women’s organisations in French speaking Africa, translations into French were also incorporated.  

The facilitation team is formed by women representing the different regions active in the FTF. There is a list that ICAE also facilitates specifically for this team and there are also monthly meetings (teleconferences) where decision are taken about the regular activities. 

2. The FTF organised an official CSW side event that included the presentation of the results of the International Women’s Tribunals on Poverty, the launch of the March 8th mobilisation as well as the GCAP mobilisation for 2008. Presentations by facilitation team members were made on the tribunals in India and in Peru, as well as the plans for the tribunal in Egypt that took place later in March 2008. The March 8th mobilisation was officially launched and campaign postcards distributed. Video clips were shown of the women’s tribunal in India and of GCAP women campaigning around the world in 2007 with a call to action for 2008.

While at the CSW the FTF organised and participated in several other activities:

· Daily Action Alerts: Since the beginning of the CSW until 8 March, the FTF sent daily action alerts with proposals for e-actions around 8 March (e-cards, letters to governments, demands to UN Secretary General in relation to UNIFEM, etc.).

· E-card campaign for appointment of Executive Director of UNIFEM 
This e-campaign was launched at the gcap-women and gcap-mujeres listserves but was also sent through other network listserves. Over 50 e-cards were received to be sent to the UN Secretary General. Moreover, an interview was held with IPS at the UN that was published in Vol. 16 – No. 37, from Wednesday 5 March 2008. 

· GEAR – (UN Gender Equality Arquitecture Reform) The FTF has been involved with this campaign since it was launched.  During the CSW, the GEAR Campaign initiated a strong advocacy effort around certain key demands. GCAP as a whole has endorsed this campaign reaffirming the success of the FTF in involving other GCAP constituencies in the mobilisation for gender equality as a central demand for poverty eradication. 

· Interview done by UN Millennium Campaign. Ana Agostino was interviewed by the UNMC and asked to talk about CSW and the work of the FTF around 8 March. The interview can be seen at: http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=NawJlv4A8Es   

3. The FTF facilitation team meeting had the aims of evaluating the work done in 2007 and planning 2008 and two more years ahead. It was attended by women from all regions. The main outputs of the meeting were: - evaluation of 2007 with clear indications for the preparation of the annual report; guidelines for the work of the facilitation team for the year ahead; a plan of mobilisation for March 2008; guidelines for the preparation of a three year plan and funding proposal. Important components of education and gender were included in the proposal for the three year plan. 

4. The 8th of March was the first day of mobilisation for GCAP as a whole, under the leadership of the FTF. Mobilisation activities were incorporated into the organizing of the GCAP Mobilisation Task Force and promotion of March 8th was done as part of this effort.  Materials were developed by the FTF in coordination with the GCAP Secretariat.  Media activities were also coordinated with the Media Officer around press for March 8th.  
In order to facilitate the mobilisation of March 8 by all GCAP members the FTF prepared several materials that were of easy access through the net and were also distributed through the various listserves (IFT, FTF lists, etc.). The materials prepared included (i) Demands resulting from Tribunals; (ii) E-cards (originally prepared in English, with translations into Spanish, Portuguese, French and Arabic); (iii) 600 printed cards were distributed at the CSW at the UN for women to sign and hand in or mail to the Secretary General; (iv) a “Women’s Day clip” was prepared, shown at the CSW side event and uploaded onto www.whiteband.org and youtube. It was viewed over 2000 times in the first few days. This is a video that can be used throughout the year as a motivating mobilisation tool. It can be accessed at:

A central activity organised by GCAP was a

press conference in Johannesburg on 8 March (speakers were Kumi Naidoo,  Co-chair of GCAP, Ana Agostino, Co-chair of GCAP and coordinator of the Feminist Task Force, Jodi Kollapen,  head of the South Africa  Human.Rights Commission and Carrie Shelver from POWA (People Against Women’s Abuse).

5.1. The FTF collected stories about how the food crisis is disproportionately affecting women and girls. These stories were inputs into the mobilisation materials prepared by GCAP, including a document that was handed in to the UN Secretary General. 
5.2. The FTF together with ActionAid prepared the declaration “Women respond to the Food Crisis: We are part of the Solution”. It was widely distributed and received support from several women’s organisations. The declaration circulated in Spanish and in English. It was handed in to the Prime Minister and to the Minister of Development Cooperation of The Netherlands and to the Minister of Development Cooperation of Germany in meetings held while attending the events around the HLE in New York. See attachment. 

5.3. The Declaration mentioned above led to the invitation of Ana Agostino by the Gender Commission of the Latin American Parliament to make a presentation on Women and the Food Crisis. This presentation was made at the session of the Gender Commission that took place in Montevideo, on 20 November.

6.1. ICAE participated on behalf of the Feminist Task Force- Global Call to Action against Poverty at the two days Women's Consultation on Financing for Development (FfD).  The main objective of the consultation was to contribute common recommendations and proposals on gender equality and the six FfD chapters to the drafting and negotiation process for the Doha conference, and beyond. The women’s consultation was attended by 50 women and men from networks and organisations from all the regions. Nicole Bidegain on behalf of ICAE and FTF-GCAP, coordinated the group discussion on the Official Development Assistance. At the end of the day the group came up with the Women’s Statement with key recommendations for the Doha Draft Outcome Document. 

The Women Working Group is a network of women's rights advocates in the Financing for Development (FfD) process, and is coordinated by the core group comprised of Association for Women's Rights and Development (AWID), Development Alternatives with Women for a New Era (DAWN), Feminist Task Force-Global Call to Action against Poverty (FTF-GCAP), International Trade Union Confederation (ITUC), Women's Environment and Development Organization (WEDO) and Women in Development Europe (WIDE). See attached programme, goals of the consultation and recommendations.
6.2. Meeting with German Minister Heidemarie Wieczorek-Zeul 

The Cooperation Minister from Germany,  through the Friedrich Ebert Stiftung, called a meeting with NGOs active in the Financing for Development (FfD) process. Minister Wieczorek-Zeul together with Finance Minister Trevor Manuel from South Africa had been appointed Special Envoys to the Doha Conference by the UN General Secretary. For that reason she wanted to gather views from civil society with respect to the expectations and proposals for the official FfD meeting that was to be held in Doha in November/December 
6.3 The Civil Society Forum, prior to the Financing for Development Review Conference brought together approximately 250 delegates, from 52 countries, for two days of deliberations preparing a Declaration on behalf of Civil Society to the Review Conference. Participants adopted the Civil Society Declaration which was presented on 2 December to the 2nd Plenary Session of the International Follow-Up Conference on Financing for Development to Review the Implementation of the Monterrey Consensus.
ICAE as part of the FTF (Feminist Task Force) and the WWG (Women’s Working Group) on FfD co-organized a session called ‘Women setting the agenda’ at the Civil Society Forum. A Women Statement was prepared:  “Women’s Rights & Gender Equality in Financing for Development”, as well as language on gender perspective that was included at the Declaration of the Civil Society Forum. Moreover the session was an opportunity to strategize with different organizations for advocacy for gender equality at the Official Conference. An e-list was created and it was a very important tool for dissemination of information during the conference. 

6.4 ICAE also participated at the official conference. We were present in different roundtables as well as in the negotiation committee where the outcome document was discussed. Uwe Gartenschlaeger from dvv international, that together with Adelaida Entenza and Nicole Bidegain were the ICAE team at Doha, was a member of the German official delegation. 

Some of the activities the team was involved in were:

- CIVIL SOCIETY ACTION: “Civil Society advises the G-192 to vote”. In light of the blocked negotiations by the US, NGO representatives organized a Group of 192 (G-192) vote with the NGO delegates in the Media Centre and a sign on petition, available at

www.petitiononline.com/G192vote
- Adoption of Doha Declaration on Financing for Development: outcome document.

ICAE, as part of the WWG, elaborated with other organisations a Women's statement at the conclusion of the Follow-up Conference on the Monterrey Consensus. See attached document and pictures.
- Workshop “Gender-Equitable Public Policy: Best Practices & New Opportunities”. The issue of gender-sensitive budgeting and how the analysis of fiscal budgets from a gender perspective is an important policy tool was addressed by several outstanding panellists. The issues of alternative macroeconomics, gender-equitable policies and the links to macroeconomics, including trade, investments and growth were also addressed. This event was organized by Development Alternatives with Women for a New Era (DAWN), Friederich Ebert Stiftung (FES), International Association for Feminist Economics (IAFFE), and Women Working Group on Financing for Development.

The aims of the tribunals were (i) to highlight the situation of women living in poverty, specifically in the North and New York City (NYC); (ii) to ensure that the voices of women are included at the HLE on 25 September; (iii) to present documentation and testimony on the delivery of services of the MDGs in NYC; and (iv) to present a shadow report on the MDGs.

They were co-organised by the FTF and the Women of Color Policy Network with the support of the UN-Non Governmental Liaison Service. Testimonies were presented around themes linked to the MDGs: Poverty and Economic Security; Women and Health; and Women's Empowerment and Human Security and Dignity. 

The Women’s Tribunal served to look at the MDGs in a developed country, and in a commercial capital of the world:  New York City. The data and testimonies presented showed the growing disparities in human development achievements, the inaccessibility of benefits and rights to basic needs such as health care, food, education, and human security.  They presented information on the exploitation and discrimination based on the colour of one’s skin, economic status and language. Women spoke on the prevalence of a culture of poverty and how the “system” in NYC prevented women from advancing financially and professionally.  Attached is the invitation and summary of the tribunals. 
The meeting took place with Primer Minister Jan Peter Balkenende and Development Cooperation Minister, Bert Koenders. On the side of civil society there were several 
NGOs working on the three issues of major concern for the Dutch official delegation:
Water and sanitation; -Gender equality; Sexual and reproductive health, maternal mortality, HIV/AIDS. 

ICAE was present as coordinator of the FTF and had worked on a specific petition on gender and the MDGs together with other women’s organisations: “Petition to the Prime Minister and Minister of Development Cooperation of The Netherlands regarding Action on MDG3”. This petition was handed in to the Ministers together with other information, including the declaration on women's response to the food crisis.

The FTF issued a declaration with concrete proposals and circulated it in Spanish and in English. See attachment.

The proposal for this occasion is to work on the promotion, revision and deepening of the Treaty through a series of activities to be implemented in the next two years. This will be done through a participatory dialogue with international forums and networks such as the World Social Forum, the World Forum on Education, the Earth Charter, the Charter on Human Responsibilities, among others. 

In 2008 a group was formed with members of ICAE and other civil society organisations which have already agreed on the presentation of a workshop on the Treaty on environmental Education for sustainable societies and global responsibility at the World Social Forum to be held in Brazil in January 2009. A concept for the workshop was outlined and presentations have been prepared.

	It is expected that as a result of the workshop held at the WSF clear proposal on AE and sustainable development will arise that will be presented at CONFINTEA VI.

	Support and participate in campaigns and activities related to “climate change” and its impact on people’s lives and environment
	ICAE has been active in 2008 in several activities related to the challenges of climate change: 

A member of GEO/ICAE was appointed as the permanent representative of the Feminist Task Force at the Climate Change Task Force of GCAP. Besides her regular work she contributed with a paper on Women and Climate Change. 

In the framework of the High Level Event on the MDGs held at the UN in September, GCAP organised an event called Beyond 2015 with the aim of generating critical thinking on key challenges and key action points for beyond 2015 (target date for the achievement of the MDGs). ICAE was present through a contribution that focused on the linkages between poverty, wealth and environment and made specific proposals in relation to sustainable livelihoods for the South as well as for the North.

Go on working on the UBUNTU International Campaign for the UN Reform, by participating in meetings and campaign activities organised by regional and international coalitions involved in the UN Reform process.

ICAE signed this declaration. See attached declaration.

Throughout the rest of the year ICAE continued to be active in common spaces as UBUNTU partner such as IANGO, the FfD (Financing for Development) process, etc.

	The IANGO group is integrated by the main international NGOs that do advocacy at a global level and have agreed on mechanisms to improve transparency and accountability.

From June 1 to 3, Paul Belanger, ICAE President, and Cecilia Fernández from the secretary General Office in Montevideo, participated in two meetings that were held in Berlin hosted by the “Berlin Civil Society Center”:

1. The annual workshop of International advocacy NGOs - IANGO -. The main themes in the agenda for discussion were climate change, Aid effectiveness, global governance, and advocacy strategies. See attached programme.
Cecilia Fernandez from ICAE was nominated for the IANGO Workshop Steering Committee.  Its main role is to provide intellectual guidance in the design of the annual agenda.


2. The Meeting of the Signatories of the International NGOs Accountability Charter, that took place back to back to the IANGO Workshop. ICAE participated as signatory of the Charter, and became member of the Accountability Charter Company. The main issues of the agenda were the elections of the Board of Directors of the Accountability Charter Company, the discussion on the Interim Reporting Framework, the complaints mechanism, and the decision on membership fees and budget. 
Five Board members were elected: Kate Gilmore from Amnesty International, Ingrid Srinath from CIVICUS, Jeremy Hobbs from Oxfam, Tom Miller from Plan International, Jasper Teulings from Green Peace

The Founding Signatories of the INGO Accountability Charter have entered into a process of creating reporting standards under which all signatories will report on their compliance with the Charter. These standards have been developed in the framework of and in close cooperation with the Global Reporting Initiative. 

This Framework serves as a basis for a self-certification process in which each signatory provides information on whether over the last 12 months they have fulfilled the Charter criteria or not, and in this way they subscribe to a transparency and accountability process
ICAE sent its report in November and will soon be available on line.

Montevideo,  June 26-28, 2008
	Around 40 women from 19 different countries, from all regions, participated in this three-day seminar: Argentina, Australia, Brazil, Chile, Colombia, Egypt, India, Indonesia, Jamaica, Lebanon, Mexico, Moldova, Philippines, Senegal, Spain, Tanzania, UK, Uruguay and Zambia. The idea was to provide a space to reflect on the world political context and the different advocacy spaces in the struggle for women's rights and further reflect on GEO's work so as to be able to come up with strategies towards CONFINTEA VI and an action plan for the coming two years.  The opening ceremony had the presence of the Ministry of Education and Culture of Uruguay (Maria Simon) and also the participation of the Director of the Women’s Institute of the Ministry of Social Development, Carmen Beramendi.  Also Gita Sen, a feminist activist and scholar from India, founding member of DAWN (Development Alternatives with Women for a New ERA), had an active participation at the seminar. 

Participants at the meeting analysed the challenges of the current context for political advocacy at a global level and elaborated an advocacy strategy towards the preparatory Regional Conferences and CONFINTEA VI. 
The meeting had a wide media repercussion and GEO members from different countries were interviewed in several TV and radio programmes. There were also printed interviews in the written media. (Three written media houses, five TV stations and two radios). The opening ceremony was covered life by one of the TV stations.

Between Accra and Doha: Let’s reflect on our own advocacy and mobilizing actions: this session focused on the opportunities and lessons learned from women’s organizations’ involvement in the OECD 3rd High Level Forum on Aid Effectiveness (Accra, Ghana, September 2008), and the preparatory process of the United Nations Follow-up International Conference on Financing for Development to Review the Implementation of the Monterrey Consensus, which took place in Doha, Qatar, in December 2008.

Debating Feminisms in the Women's Movements:  This interactive panel presented the DAWN (Development Alternatives with Women for a New Era) Debates on feminisms within women’s movements, and specifically aimed at thinking through the strategic questions of what the new geopolitical terrain is, and how women's movements can engage in global policy advocacy.
Nicole Bidegain from the ICAE Secretariat was also present at the AWID Forum. She was moderator at the following event:

Trade, aid and conditionalities from the women’s rights perspective: This session opened the debate on policy conditionalities from a women’s rights perspective based on the publication developed by AWID, WIDE, DAWN and IGTN entitled: Conditionalities undermine the Right to Development: an analysis from the women’s rights perspective.

	The CALL FOR APPLICATIONS for IALLA IV was launched in early July and widely distributed. An informational brochure on IALLA was developed last year and during this semester it was widely distributed (GCE Assembly in Brazil, Learning Festival in England, REPEM Assembly in Montevideo,  GEO seminar in Montevideo, etc. Information was also circulated through the various webpages and bulletins from ICAE, members and partners. There were 103 applicants from all regions.   
In terms of fundraising for scholarships several prospective funders were contacted and information was also provided to the candidates after the selection process for them to be able to mobilise funds. These efforts provided positive results as 49.4% of IALLA costs were covered through these efforts, undertaken either by the secretariat or the candidates themselves.

The II Regional Forum of the Popular Education Network of Women from Latin America and the Caribbean (REPEM), was held in Montevideo, Uruguay, on June 23rd. and 24th, 2008 with the objective of going deep into the debate sparked at the I Regional Forum “Along the paths to women’s empowerment” (April 2004) on REPEM’s contribution to the education and training of women for their political, social, economic and cultural empowerment. This II Regional Forum had 4 panels, and Celita Eccher, ICAE Secretary General and Sofía Valdivielso from GEO, participated in the first panel: “For a Non Sexist Education and a Peace Culture”. Attached is the programme of the Forum. 
ICAE was represented by its treasurer, Alan Tuckett, from NIACE, UK. The members of the executive committee from the region where also in attendance. 
An important aspect of coordination and articulation is that the ICAE strategic document was one of the key documents presented to all participants at the Assembly.
